Directions to accompany Reflection Questions (see below)

Approximately 15 minutes into the video there is a point where Rafe (the teacher) says to the students “I hope you guys . . . .” This is where I first stop the video and use the first set of reflection questions. 
After about another 15 minutes, there is a point where the students are visiting the Lincoln Memorial. As this segment concludes, I stop the video again and use the second set of reflection questions.

This leaves about 24 minutes of time and more great content. I’ll leave the formulation of final reflection questions to you, oh wise people!

Part I

What motivates this teacher?

What’s similar about Hobart Elementary and the realities in your school? What issues does Rafe encounter that are faced by educators in your school every day?

Shakespeare is one of Rafe’s passions. What’s one of yours?

Which of the Developmental Assets did you see being built in this portion of the film?

There are powerful images of focus, concentration and emotion among the students in this 5th grade class. When do you see those characteristics displayed by students in your school?

Part II

This part of the film has a powerful story about Allen and how he was not listened to in a previous grade. Who are the Allens in your school? Name them if you can. (Later, think about how you and/or other staff might interact differently with the students you identify.)
Rafe seems to have a powerful impact on the students in his classroom and is known internationally for his work, yet the principal indicates he often doesn’t get similar respect from his teaching colleagues at Hobart. Does this dynamic play out in your school? How can we celebrate those who are really successful with students and look to them for ideas and inspiration rather than looking to them with jealousy or frustration?

Rafe describes how we are making education “so complicated” when much of what we need to be attuned to is really quite simple. In what ways do you see our education system making it “so complicated?”

What evidence of pride did you see in these Hobart students?

How do we encourage people of commitment and passion to enter the educational profession? How do we keep teachers invested and engaged over the long-term? What are some doable, realistic ways to make this happen NOW?
