They need to feel more than sad.  They need to feel empowered to do something about it. On Martin Luther King, Jr. Day, more than 1,000 Team Kids volunteers in California sold approximately 18,000 cups of LemonAID to raise more than $2,000 for the American Red Cross’ work in Haiti and an additional $10,000 for Orange County Human Relations.
